‘Away with the Penguins’ by Hazel Prior [Published by Penguin Books!] is the first of 
three volumes following the adventures of lonely, cantankerous millionairess 
Veronica McCreedy, aged 85yrs. Formidable and opinionated, Veronica is aware 
that something is missing from her life. But all is about to change! Inspired by a TV 
wildlife programme, she travels to Antarctica and stays with a small group of 
scientists studying penguins, hoping to leave her millions to further their scientific 
research. Concurrently, she learns she has one relative – a grandson. 
The fifty plus chapters flip between Veronica’s tragic and difficult early years, 
revealed through her diaries; her grandson’s life and hopes; the scientists studying 
penguins; a blog about penguin behaviour. Written with compassion and much 
humour, Veronica’s frozen heart is finally melted by the penguins and their 
communal, life-affirming antics. 
Thumbs up from our group! Comments included: ‘Charming’; ‘Uplifting’; ‘Veronica 
McCreedy was an easy person to fall in love with’. Her grandson understands that 

Veronica’s harshness was: ‘a kind of coat she wrapped around herself so nobody could see what was 
underneath’. But a few felt the story stretched credibility perhaps too far – an 85 years old female travelling 
solo to Antarctica! Cramped space for the scientists but room and duvets for two extras! One comment 
caught the group’s feelings: ‘I found the novel very funny, very sad and hugely entertaining!’

Rossini’s Overture to William Tell in 
itself gave contrasting moods depicting a storm, the haunting Ranz de Vaches (call to the cows) and the 
famous Gallup finale – better known today as the theme to the Lone Ranger. 
This was followed by two movements from Beethoven’s Pastorale Symphony – Storm and the very moving 
Shepherd’s Thanksgiving after the storm. 
To finish in a much lighter mood we had Raindrops keep falling on my head (Burt Bacharach) and Bring me 
sunshine (Morecombe and Wise).
